directly to the Federal Gov-
ernment which has a
$17.3 billion surplus.

“In some council areas,
the population is rising by
more than 25 per cent each
year.”

Logan will soon become a
city of 253,000 residents, a
vast increase on the current

population of 175,000. “We
are simply asking the fed-
eral government provide all
NGAA councils with an ex-
tra $39 per resident, per
annum, to ensure all of their
service and infrastructure
needs are met,” Cr Grant
said.
