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NGAA turns
up the heat

WITH the Federal election
campaign into its third
week, a coalition of 30
councils has accused both
major parties of ignoring
the needs of more than five
million Australians in fast-
growing communities.
The National Growth
Areas Alliance (NGAA)
represents one in four
Australians and is seeking
$3.1 billion in Federal fund-
ing for vital social and com-
munity infrastructure in
metropolitan growth areas.
NGAA national spokes-
man Linton Reynolds said
the early stage of the cam-
paign was disappointing.
“Neither party has ad-
dressed the critical infra-
structure issues our resi-
dents are dealing with now,

let alone in 10 to 15 years
into the future,” he said.

*As we represent one
quarter of Australia’s
population, a significant
voting bloc, we deserve one-
quarter of our political
leaders’ time, attention and
funds.

“That’s why we are moni-
toring election spending
and the travel commitments
of the major party leaders
during the election cam-
paign through our quarter
of the time.”

The NGAA is calling on
the Federal Government to
fund a $3.1 billion shortfall
NGAA councils are facing
over the next 15 years.
