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four Australians and are demanding that
the nation’s political leaders give them “a
quarter of the time, a quarter of the money”
in their campaigning leading up to the No-
vember 24 poll.

The NGAA has pledged to monitor the
election spending and the travel commit-
ments of the major party leaders during the
election campaign through its “quarter of
the time, quarter of the money” index and
publish the figures on its website.

Armadale Mayor Linton Reynolds, the
national spokesman of the NGAA’s Fund
the Gap campaign, said the start of the elec-
tion campaign had been “disappointing.”
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The NGAA says its member councils will
have to spend $11.7 billion over the next 15
years on social and community infrastruc-
ture — including roads, libraries and com-
munity and sporting facilities - but they can
only afford to fund $8.6 billion themselves.

It is seeking $3.1 billion in federal gov-
ernment money over 15 years to help “fund
the gap.”

Canning MHR Don Randall said he sup-
ported the Fund the Gap campaign and be-
lieved the NGAA’s funding request was re-
alistic.

Mr Randall said councils could already
apply for infrastructure funding from the
$200 million Growing Regions endowment
fund.

Labor candidate for Canning John Hugh-
es said the ALP had committed to an infra-
structure fund of $100 million a year for key
projectsin WA.

“Rapidly growing areas like the Ar-
madale/Kelmscott region need better re-
sources and better funding,” he said.
