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A COALITION of 30 of Aust-
ralia’s growth councils has
vowed to press on with its
campaign for vital infrastruc-
ture spending after a ‘“‘disap-
pointing” and “superficial” re-
sponse to its pleas from the
Federal Government.

At last week’s Melbourne
summit on the issues, the Fed-
eral minister for Workplace
Participation, Dr Sharman
Stone, and shadow minister for
Local Government, Kate Lundy,
remained tight-lipped about fu-
ture funding promises.

National Growth Areas Al-
liance president Cr Linton
Reynolds said he was disap-
pointed by the lack of detail.

“It was disappointing it was
so superficial,” he said. “I had
hoped they might have been
prepared to go into more
depth.”

Cr Reynolds vowed the NGAA
would continue its fight in the
lead-up to the Federal election.

“It’s vital we use our collec-
tive strength. Our need is above
and beyond that of other coun-
cils,” Cr Reynolds said.

“We need to not only replace
old infrastructure, but to build
new infrastructure for our rap-
idly expanding communities.”

A NGAA delegation would
take the fight to Canberra with a
visit to the capital in the coming
weeks.
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
