we're [local government] at the
bottom of the pecking order, we
usually come out worst.

“We're a marginal seat, so if
they want to spend some money, I
can tell them what we need.

“One per cent of the budget
surplus would serve us well.”

Cr Sheehy said 800 commuter
car parking spots were needed at
the northside of Penrith railway
station.

At the moment a temporary car
park is leased from the Defence
Department.

“We need those spots to be
there in the future if we are to be
a regional city.”

Also, the Werrington Arterial
road and Jane St extensions re-

quired federal input - about
$15 million and $7 million
respectively.

Cr Sheehy said Alliance mem-
bers would continue their Fund-
ing the Gap campaign into the
federal election.

“I think the message is getting
across — people realise we can’t
afford to sit around waiting for
infrastructure to turn up.”
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
